OPTIONS
 – AutoReturn provides a smoother, 
quieter retraction for the wall- or ceiling-
mounted Luma 2 spring-roller projection 
screen. A simple pull automatically 
retracts the projection screen. It slows 
the return as the screen approaches 

its upper limit. This reduces friction and 
eliminates any banging when the screen 
enters the case preventing potential 
damage. Intermediate stop positions 
allow you to lower, raise completely,  
or at any point in between.

 – Floating mounting brackets (for wall  
and ceiling).

 – Operating pole available in lengths of  
4' (122 cm) and 6' (183 cm).

 – Viewing Surfaces: OptiViewTM  
(self-supporting) family.

 – Chroma Key surfaces available.
