MOUNTING A SMALL DEVICE USING THE SIDE CLAMPS

1. Place your small device in your desired location on any UMS pattern to get a sense of the approximate
locations for your side clamps.

NOTE: Tab accepts up to
3/16" (5 mm) wide wire ties.

2. Remove your small device from the UMS pattern.

3. Install each side clamp (A) in your determined locations as explained in “Installing Your Option”
on page 3.

NOTE:

* Select obround openings on any UMS pattern that allow you to slide the base in desired directions, if
necessary. (FIGURE D)

* You may only require two side clamps depending on the size of the small device you are mounting.

4. Slide your small device into the space inside of your side clamps as shown. (FIGURE H)

5. Slide the bases of each side clamp tight against the sides of your small device.

NOTE: Side clamps are made up of a single base
and stem piece along with a separate clamp portion
that is assembled in the following steps.

7. If desired, you may use tin snips or cutting pliers to remove
excess stem material above the clamp. (FIGURE M)

possibly reusing the clamp on small devices that are the same
height or taller.
