2. Remove the (2x) handle screws, and   
 the handle before rotating the door.    
 (FIGURE B)

3. Rotate the door, and then reinstall the  
 handle, cam, and latch. (FIGURE C)

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1. Use Phillips screwdriver and (4x) 10-32 screws (A) to attach both male hinges (B) to the enclosure   
 as shown. (FIGURE D)
2. Use Phillips screwdriver and (2x) 10-32 screws (A) to attach the door strike (C) to the enclosure.

NOTE: The hinges and door strike may be installed on either side of the enclosure depending on desired 
swing direction.

The factory-installed door accent trim strip can be replaced with one of the color accent trim strip 
options (F), if desired.

1. Carefully pry the factory-installed trim strip out of the door groove.

3. When the bottom of the door is reached,  
 adjust remaining length of strip as   
 needed and insert into undercut. 
 (FIGURE J)

2. Install desired color accent trim strip (F) by inserting one  
 end into the undercut of the top. Slowly press into the  
 door groove while holding trim in position.

NOTE: Do not stretch the trim strip (F) while 
pressing it into the groove. Stretching the strip 
may cause unwanted sliding.
