The RA-4410G3 is connected to the PFC-4410G3 releasing control panels using a four wire RS-485 connection. The connection is power limited and 
supervised. Up to thirty-one (31) RA-4410G3 LCD annunciators can be connected using Class B or Class A wiring. Class A wiring requires an optional 
Class A Expander.

The RA-4410G3 address is set by dip switch S21 located on the back of the RA-4410G3. The address must be set in the range of 1 to 31 to be recognized 
by the control panel.

An uninsulated section of a single conductor should not be looped 
around the terminal and serve as two separate connections.
