• If using the included hardware, insert the three drywall 
anchors into holes in the mounting surface and align holes in 
camera mounting plate with anchors. Adjust the angle to an 
optimal viewing position.

Drill into ceiling at marked drill holes deep enough to                  
accommodate for mounting hardware.

Remove the screws securing the dome cover in place. Then pull 
the dome cover off carefully.
