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Please read this guide carefully before installing outside and operating the unit, the system needs to be configured correctly.  Follow the steps below for proper installation.

Installation of battery (12VDC only)

1. Before proceeding make sure you have a fully charged battery.
2. Insert the 4g sim card into the router. Compatible with T-Mobile and AT&T. When powering on for the first time please wait 1 to 2 minutes to fully boot up. The SIM chip should be facing up.
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3. Insert the solar extension cables through the compression fittings on the back of the enclosure. 
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4. Attach the pin terminal to the end of the solar cable and crimp. Do not attach the solar panel.

5. Connections:
Add the following connections in the order listed.
· Connect Battery to the charge controller pins 3 & 4 observing polarity.
· Connect the solar cable to the charge controller pins 1 & 2 observing polarity.
Reverse sequence order when uninstalling
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· An improper sequence order may damage the controller.

6. When the connections have been made, the charge controller should be operational. 
To enter the charger menu, press and hold the red menu button for 2 to 3 seconds. To get to the next menu just push the menu button once. To change a selection in a menu, press and hold the selection for 2 seconds. The display will flash, to select an option push the menu button to get to the desired option. After the selection has been changed, press, and hold the menu button for 2 seconds. The flashing will stop, and the setting is saved. Repeat this for all menu settings.
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7. The first setting in the charge controller is the Battery voltage setting. The default setting is 12VDC. Do not change to 24VDC. Push the menu button once and it will go to the next setting.


8. The next setting is the battery type. Press and hold the red menu button for 2 seconds. The display will flash, to select an option, push the menu button to get to the desired option. After selecting your battery type press and hold the menu button for 2 seconds. The flashing will stop, and the setting is saved.
 
The selections in this menu are:
	B01 = Gell (General Lead Acid)
	B02 = LifePO4 (Lithium Iron Phosphate)
	B03 = SLA (Sealed Lead Acid)




Setup QR code configuration

Connect your computer to one of the empty router ports (one port will be occupied by the recorder).
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Download the Speco Blue Scanner from www.specotech.com website under support>Speco Blue Scanner
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After installation, open the Speco Blue Scanner software
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Click on refresh, you will see an N4NRN listed, double click on it and it will open a webpage to the device. 
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You will be prompted to enter a new password for your device. The default login ID and administrator username is:  admin 
The password strength indicator can be used as a reference.  Re-enter the password to confirm. Click next.


You will be asked to enter security questions and provide answers for them. It is important that you remember the answer to these questions, or you will not be able to reset your own password and be locked out. Click on next.
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Next you will see listed a 2TB hard drive, in the initial setup you cannot format the disk but will be able to once you’re in settings. Click on done.
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The unit will now reboot to apply settings, allow it a few minutes to reboot. Refresh the webpage.
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You will now be able to login and scan the QR code to complete your setup. 
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Enter your username and password.
Once logged in, click on settings, and select network.
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Once you’re in the network settings click on NAT, you will scan the QR code into the Speco Blue app.
