2.1 Remove Packaging and Inspect Camera

Inspect the camera for any signs of damage. Keep in mind the
enclosure lens is constructed of soft acrylic for optimal optical
characteristics. It can be scratched easily. Use only a damp soft cloth
or vigorous water spray to clean.

2.2 Connect Camera

The camera provides two 3/4" NPT cable openings on each side of the
enclosure to which cable glands or conduit fittings can be attached.
Feed your power and video cables through the appropriate opening
and connect as illustrated below.

3.1 Mount the Camera

Itis important to mount the camera and its control box to a solid,
stable surface or pole. If the camerais to be bolted to a flat
horizontal surface, refer to the appropriate drill pattern below (all
dimensions in inches).
