Cyig’ Why Use the Backup & Restore Feature

The use of the “Backup & Restore” feature will provide options for backing up your current
Unleashed configuration, restoring the configuration from a previous saved backup file, or
restoring the Unleashed Master AP to factory defaults.

It’s highly recommended to always backup your configuration at the end of any initial
deployment process and after any changes are made to the Unleashed configuration.

*Note - Once the configuration is backed up, the system creates a small encrypted file with a
“.bak” extension that can be saved to any desired location.

%‘j’ Preparing the Standalone Access Points

The process of taking a new-in-box standalone access point and loading the Unleashed firmware that
is specific to the model number will allow the access point to be associated to an existing Unleashed
deployment or become the Unleashed master access point.

Before starting the firmware update process, the access point cannot be connected to a network
that has an active Unleashed, C-120 Wireless Controller, or ARCC Cloud-based controller installation.
The access point will need to be powered and connected to the PC or MacBook by the following:

* A power adapter and connected to the PC or MacBook with a crossover ethernet cable
* Aninline power injector and connected the PC or MacBook with a crossover ethernet cable

* An ethernet cable connected to a PoE+ switch with only your PC or MacBook device connected

An already configured ARCC or C-120 access point can be converted for use in an Unleashed
network deployment or become the Unleashed Master Wireless Controller.

Before starting the firmware update process, the access point cannot be connected to a network that
has an active Unleashed, C-120 Wireless Controller, or ARCC Cloud-based controller installation. The
access point will need to be powered and connected to the PC or MacBook by the following:

* A power adapter and connected to the PC or MacBook with a crossover ethernet cable
* Aninline power injector and connected the PC or MacBook with a crossover ethernet cable

* An ethernet cable connected to a PoE+ switch with only your PC or MacBook device connected
