ALTERNATING CURRENT (AC)
An electric current that reverses direction in a circuit at
regular intervals.

CONTINUOUS DUTY
A device that is designed to operate continuously without rest.

CURRENT
Measured flow of electrons through an electrical
conductor. Normally measured in amperes.

DIRECT CURRENT
An electric current flowing in one direction.

1. ACCEPTANCE, GOVERNING PROVISIONS AND CANCELLATIONS. No order for Trine Access Technology or services shall be binding upon Trine until accepted by a writing of an authorized official of Trine or by
shipment or other performance of such order. Any such order shall be subject to these Conditions of Sale, and acceptance shall be expressly conditioned on assent to such Conditions, which assent shall be deemed
given unless purchaser shall expressly notify Trine to the contrary prior to the earlier of any shipment or other performance of an order by Trine or within five (5) days after purchaser’s receipt of any acknowledgement
or confirmation of such order.

3. PAYMENT TERMS. Unless otherwise agreed by Trine, terms of payment for Trine products to purchasers of satisfactory credit are either (1) a 1% cash discount for all invoices paid in full if the payment is received by Trine within
